There were 54 votes cast, Early Voting had 35 votes cast and Election Day had 19 votes cast. For Proposition No. 1 the authorization of the legal sale of mixed beverages in restaurants by food and beverage certificate holders only in the City of Pottsboro, Texas. There were 24 votes cast for and 30 votes cast against. Also for the proposition No. 2 to reauthorization of a local sales and use tax in Pottsboro at the rate of one-fourth of one percent to continue providing revenue for maintenance and repair of municipal streets within the City. There were 38 votes cast for and 16 votes cast against. For the Councilmember’s race Landon Goins received 41 votes, Gary Watkins received 43 votes, and Mary Helen Chapin received 38 votes.
Mary Helen Chapin motioned to approve Resolution No. 1186 declaring the returns of the election held on May 10, 2014. denying the legal sale of mixed beverages in restaurants by food and beverage certificate holders only in the City of Pottsboro, Texas, approving the reauthorization of a local sales and use tax in Pottsboro at the rate of one-fourth of one percent to continue providing revenue for maintenance and repair of municipal streets within the City and declaring the winner of the Councilmember's race as Landon Goins, Gary Watkins and Mary Helen Chapin.
